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Release 16.4.02 for the Defense Property Accountability System (DPAS) 

was released on 31 October 2003.  The release contained processes that improved visibility of DPAS Batch Cycles and other CRON executed processes.  There were no updates to the user client or server software included in this release.

This release added a new table to the common database to warehouse the status of CRON executed processes.  It also contained process updates to support this new table, and several ad hoc queries for the DPAS System Administrators (SAs) to view the data in the table.  The information contained within the table will be retained on-line for 45 days.  When a CRON is executed, or when batch is manually requested, the process will update the new table with the process being executed.  In addition, information such as, Start Dt, Start Tm, End Dt, End Tm, as well as specific information about the process being executed will be included (Examples: Processes that were scheduled for the batch, Specific information that can be used to troubleshoot, should there be failure).  By migrating this information into a single table, it will improve the SAs ability to respond to problems.  Initially, the new process will support the Accounting Interface FTPs, the Master Subordinate Database Update, and the Batch Cycle. As time permits, additional CROM executed processes will be added (Examples: Automated Inventory Reconciliation, and other System to System FTPs).  PTRs 10757, 10758, 10759, 10904, 10910, 10911, 10913, 10914, 10915, 10916, 10917, 10918, 10923 and 10925 apply.
