Automated Identification Technology Hardware Update

· Intermec has been awarded the AIT III Contract

· Greatly reduced pricing for PDAs.

· Expect reduced pricing for printers as well.

· Recommendation – If planning to procure AIT hardware, use AIT III.  Could be available for ordering as early as next week.
