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Release 16.4.04 for the Defense Property Accountability System (DPAS) was released on 05 Feb 2004.  The release contains 77 PTRs, both client and server updates.  There is no action required by the user to receive the server updates.  While it is not required to download and install the client update, it is strongly recommended in order to correct the deficiencies related to the client.  The DPAS Client and Server Version Nbrs in “Help – About DPAS” will reflect 16.4.04 when implemented.   The client patch will be available February 12th for downloading from the DPAS website at https://www.dpas.dod.mil/webdpas/Support_Web/Support_Download_Page.htm.
NMCI Users:  The release has been provided to the Information Strike Force team for bundling/testing and subsequent release.  The RFS numbers are: 83124-CDA (DPAS with Eureka Viewer/Reporter & 83483-CDA (DPAS with Eureka Viewer)

Accounting

Depreciation Change.  – Corrects the problem of the process not displaying the depreciation data in the window if the activation date is equal to ‘00000000’, and modifies the process to allow the Job Order Nbr and Deprn Job Order Nbr to be the same if Acct Sys Cd is equal to ‘C-FAMIS’.  PTRs 10594, 11116 and help ticket 20961 apply.  Note:  The depreciation data display problem will not be corrected if the client patch has not been installed.

CFO Accounting Transaction Summary Extract.  – Corrects the problem of the process aborting for Site Ids beginning with “A”.  PTRs 11136, 11137 and help ticket 25305 apply.

FAMIS Accounting Interface  – The FAMIS accounting interface process has been updated to support two additional DISA DPAS databases (DD-DISAA and DD-DISAC).  Data will be transmitted daily for these two databases as opposed to monthly for the DD-DISAW database.  PTRs 10637 and 10638 apply.

Real Property Add/Change/Delete.  – Corrects the problem of the process aborting on an “Add” of a Capital Improvement when determining whether an accounting transaction should be generated for Prior Depreciation.  PTR 11183 applies.

Authorization

Authorization Expiration Date Mass Change.  – Corrects the problem of the process writing the wrong date in the transaction history record.  PTR 11164 and help ticket 25338 apply.

RICC Exempt Mass Change.  – Corrects the problem of the process writing the installation code in the installation DODAAC field on the UIT Interface Table.  PTR 11165 applies.

LOGTAADS Update.  – Corrects the problem of batch aborting on duplicate secondary key when the authorization update references secondary key fields.  PTR 11107 and help ticket 24611 apply.

Catalog

Catalog Add/Change/Delete.  – Modifies the process to check FEDLOG before checking the SB700-20 for matching Stock Nbr and data retrieval.  The process was also modified to retrieve the DMIL Cd from the FEDLOG and to refresh the screen when the Ref Cd is changed so that the Mgt Cd can be changed in the same transaction.  The client process was modified to allow for the Type Asset Cd to be open for Add and Change actions for ‘Other than Army’ users for all Type Asset Cds and enables the Type Asset Cd for Army users for the Add and Change transactions for ‘Other than NDE’ Stock Nbrs.  PTRs 10500 and 10501 apply.  Note:  The noted changes require the client patch to be installed in order for them to be in effect.

Manufacturer Part Number Add/Change/Delete.  – Creates a link to the DPAS Help for the ‘Request New IT Mfr Cd’ field.  PTRs 10491, 10631 and help ticket 18178 apply.  Note:  Help for this field will not be available if the client patch has not been installed.

SB700-20 Miscellaneous Automatic Update.  – Corrects the problem of batch failing due to an error in the SB700-20 transaction set that was written to the Batch Transaction Status table during the initial SB700-20 Automatic Update processing cycle.  PTR 10974 and help ticket 24069 apply.

Stock Number/Selected Mass Change.  – Corrects the problem of the process periodically aborting due to an attempt to access item beyond bounds of memory.  PTR 11188 applies.

Document Register

Request for Turn-In. – Corrects the following problems when jumping from the Excess Asset process to the Request for Turn-In process and the user selects the Manual Document Number Assignment Radio button:  Nomen not being populated, DIC not populated with an A5J, and the Tur-In Messages window not being displayed when the Msg Ids in User Defaults are blank.  PTR 10565 and help ticket 21627 applies.  Note:  Problems will not be corrected until the client patch is installed.

AMCISS Import.  – Modifies the “Date check” logic within the process to correct the problem of the process reading the wrong year and follow-ups being created erroneously.  PTR 11125 and help ticket 24660 apply.

FTP Log Drill Down.  – Modify the process to read by Accountable UIC for the import for AMCISS and to pass the Accountable UIC in lieu of Login ID to the Supply Import-FTP.  PTRs 11166, 11168 and 11170 apply.

Hand Receipt

End Item Increase.  – Modifies the process to enable the Lo/Le Cd field for all Type Asset Cds: (G)eneral PP&E, (N)ational Defense, and (H)eritage and to permit an ‘Reversal’ action to be performed for Document Nbrs with an alpha character in position 11 of the Document Nbr.  PTRs 10581, 10864 and help ticket 18468, 23264 apply.  Note: The changes will not be available if the client patch has not been installed.

Component Increase.  – Corrects the problem of the quantity field being disabled when reversing a bulk asset.  It should only be disabled when the asset is serially managed and the quantity is one.  PTR 10471 and help ticket 16262 AND 20647 apply.  Note: The problem will not be corrected if the client patch has not been installed.

End Item Decrease.  – Corrects the problem of the process not writing the Cond Cd to the history record if the Cond Cd was not on the Document Register or Excess tables, and corrects the problem where the closeout Document Nbr question window was not being displayed for partial quantity deletions for ammunition Document Nbrs.  PTRs 10905, 10719, 10720 and help tickets 23576, 21779, 22066, 23569 and 24352 apply.  Note: The closeout document number question for ammunition partial quantity deletions will not be displayed if the client patch has not been installed.

End Item Stock Number Change.  – Corrects the following problems: 1) Transactions not being generated for Deprn Expense and/or Prior Deprn when the asset has an Asset Cd of ‘G’, 2) Problem of the Asset Cd field always being disabled, 3) Problem of the process populating the ‘To’ Stock Nbr RICC with the ‘From’ Stock Nbr RICC value and 4) When the ‘From’ stock number is maintenance and the ‘To’ stock number is not, modify the process to change the stock number in the production service table to the ‘To stock number with a ‘D’ in the SVC-DEL-WVR-CD field.  PTRs 10716, 10772, 11133, 11186 and help tickets 25615, 22085 and 24614 apply.  Note: The problem of the Asset Cd being disabled will not be corrected if the client patch has not been installed.

Bar Code/Serial Number Change.  – Corrects the problem of the process aborting when jumping back from the inquiry process.  PTR 11169 and help ticket 25153 apply.  Note:  The problem will not be corrected if the client patch has not been installed.

Fund Code/Appropriation Allotment Serial Number Mass Change.  – Corrects the problem of the process deleting capital asset records when changing Type Fund Id and corrects the problem where the process was aborting when the user requested a change “To” a Fund Cd/Appn that already existed in the database.  PTR 10965 and help tickets 24181 and 24145 apply.

Excess Asset Reporting Add/Change.  – Corrects the problem of the Serial Nbr browse button causing a DSRUN Error when performing a withdrawal, and corrects the problem where the related process buttons are enabled when the user does not have access to the processes.  PTRs 10570,10595 and help tickets 20627 and 23055, 21203 and 20907 apply.  Note: The problem will not be corrected if the client patch has not been installed.

Excess Actions Import.  – Corrects the problem of the process looking for the word ‘ALL’ in the servicing DODAAC field instead of in the Designee Code field when deleting all records for the K12 process.  PTR 11175 applies.

Excess Actions Transaction Update.  – Modifies the process to not return a receipt acknowledgement transaction to DAISY when the DPAS user performed the decrease action manually prior to the receipt of the receipt acknowledgement from DAISY.  The process will check the Document Nbr to the active Excess log and Excess History log, performing decreases for open documents and bypassing those documents where the user has performed the decrease action manually.  PTR 10747 and help ticket 21776 and 22717 apply.

Excess Non-Property Add/Change.  – Modifies the process to correct the following deficiencies, 1)  Adds validation that all mandatory fields have been input when withdrawing a Non-Property asset, 2) Corrects the problem of user receiving an error message when performing a “Jump” to other processes, 3) Corrects the problem of the process aborting when Jumping from the Document Register and using ‘ALT S’ to save, 4) Corrects the problem where the Jump buttons are enabled and should not be when user does not have access to the Generate Turn-in Document Nbr, and/or Generate Turn-in Transfer Form, 5) Adds validation to the field Designee Cd, 6) Corrects the deficiency of not permitting the excessing of Non-Property Bulk assets when the Stock Nbr already exists with a different document number.  PTRs 11089, 10906 11088, 11140, 11141, 10576, 10571, 10615, 10550, 11132, 10577, 11129 and help tickets 19393, 18606, 19149, 19340, 19149, 25161, 24937 24544, 24211 and 23549 apply. Note: The deficiencies will not be corrected if the client patch has not been installed

Lateral Transfer UIC/Merge.  – Corrects the problem of the process timing out when attempting to transfer a large volume of records.  PTR 10259 and help ticket 15872 apply.  

Transfer From Another Database.  – Corrects the problem of the process aborting when processing an asset with a loan/lease code of other than space, ‘C’, ‘M’ or ‘S’.  PTR 11178 and help ticket 25668 applies.

Inventory

Clean Up of Failed Inventories.  – Modifies the process to space out the Inv List Nbr when the process removes inventory records with an Inv Process Cd of ‘IE’.  PTR 11110 applies.  

Manage Inventories.  – Modifies the process to include the “operand” for Sched Cmpltn Dt to the Selection Criteria group box within the main processing window.  The change will provide the user with more information concerning the inventories displayed in the window.  PTR 10641 applies.  Note:  The change will not be in effect until the client patch has not been installed.

Update Inventory Data.  – Modifies the process to add the “Nomen” field to the Key Data group box within the processing window.  The change will provide greater assurance to the user that they are updating the correct asset.  PTR 10642 applies.  Note:  The change will not be in effect until the client patch has not been installed.

Maintenance

Lateral Transfer/UIC Merge.  – Corrects the problem of the process not generating change transactions for the maintenance interface when the asset is a capital asset and is subject to depreciation.  PTR 10718 applies.

Real Property

Real Property Add/Change/Delete.  – Corrects the problem of the process displaying ‘transaction processed’ when in reality the transaction did not process.  PTR 10617 and help ticket 21275 apply.  Note:  The problem will not be corrected if the client patch has not been installed.

Reports

Authorized Asset Inventory Initialize/Report.  – Corrects the problem of the process not printing the HRH Name under the signature block when the user submits a request for a Sub-HRH.  PTR 11102 and help ticket 24269 apply.

Cyclic Inventory Initialize/Report.  – Modifies the process to add Cmpn Level to the standard cyclic report, and adds a 3rd line of data that will display Mfr Name and Mfr Part Nbr, if data is available for at least one of the fields.  If the data has not been established for the asset, the 3rd line will not be displayed.  PTR 10855 applies.

Fiscal Year to Date Report.  – Corrects the problem of Real Property data not being included when the report is requested at the Actbl UIC level.  PTR 10854 applies.

Increase/Decrease Actions Report.  – Modifies the report to include Lateral Transfer actions.  The report will now reflect the Document Nbr ‘To’ on the report for Lateral Transfer increase actions, not the Document Nbr.  The signature blocks of the report were also modified to read as follows: “Assets Receipted For” for the increase portion of the report and “Assets Turned-In/Transferred Out” for the decrease portion of the report.  PTR 10907 and help ticket 22867 apply.

Security

UIC Access Add/Change/Delete.  – Corrects the problem of the window not closing, thus the user receiving a ‘Too Many Users’ error message.  PTR 10567 and help tickets 18948 and 18951 apply.  Note: The Problem will not be corrected if the client patch has not been installed.

Automated Inventories

PDCD Manager/Intermec 700 series PDA/Symbol 8100/8800 series PDAs.  – These changes provide support to the new line of Pocket PC Portable Digital Assistants PDAs for conducting automated inventories, conducting asset reviews, and capturing pictures (PDAs with an imager).  Changes include an updated PDCD Manager that provide for the downloading of the required software to the PDAs and the actual application software for the PDAs.  Annex F of the DPAS Users Manual has been updated to reflect software installation and processing procedures the new PDAs.  It is recommended that a full review of Annex F prior to the attempted use of the supported Pocket PC PDAs.  For details concerning the line of PDAs that DPAS supports, visit the DPAS website.  PTRs 10771, 11112, 11114, 11113, 11198 and 10572 apply.

Miscellaneous

User Defaults.  – Corrects the problem of the user receiving a ‘set focus’ error when they click the Browse button for Msg Id 1 or Msg Id 2 and no records exist, then select ‘OK’, and the File Locations tab has been modified to allow the user to define the default directory paths for Ref files and for PDCD reports to provide this information to the PDCD Manager process that will use these values to store the jpg files created with the “Take A Picture” and the “Activity Action Lists” that are a part of the Pocket PC Inventory Application.  PTRs, 10574, 10760 and help ticket 23055 apply.  Note: The problems will not be corrected if the client patch has not been installed.

UIT Update.  - Process was modified to have it attempt to perform a row insert the second time into the UIT Interface Detail table when the first insert attempt fails due to duplication of key data (Key data includes Date and Time).  Process will rebuild the insert statement using the latest date/time.  PTR 11084 applies.

UIT Extract.  – Corrects the problem of the process not running to completion due to a runtime abort error for “subscript out of range”.  PTR 11127 applies.

Batch Root Process.  – Modify the process to automatically run CFO Accounting transactions if records exist on the Site ID table.  The process was not automatically being executed.  PTRs 11138 and 11195 apply.

Generic Flat File Conversion Process – Step 2.  – Modifies the Lo/Le Cd validation for government furnished equipment to permit other than a space.  PTR 10866 applies.  Note: This applies to new user conversions only.

Import/Export Excess Process.  – Modifies the processes to record the status of the process to the Batch Status table.  Note:  There is not change for the user.  This change is a continuation of the effort to provide the DPAS System Administrators with greater visibility of the status of processes that are scheduled to automatically execute in the background.  PTRs 11100 and 11101 apply.  

Batch Error Report.  – Corrects the problem of the error file data not being written to the Batch Status table and as a result, the row is left blank with an executing status (‘EX’) and the information regarding the error is not available to the DPAS SAs from this view.  PTR 11083 applies.
